Programs:

Summer Reading Program Sponsorship —
Each year the Friends group helps the FCPL
with the Summer Reading Program through act-
ing as volunteer helpers during activities; funding
programs; and hiring authors to visit the libraries.
Opportunities to work with children, books,
crafts, games, etc. abound during this time.

Jail Program — The Friends help the library
bring books and magazines to

inmates at the Fulton County Jail. This collection
stays at the jail.

Hospital Program — They provide used maga-
zines & books to the waiting rooms & patients of
Woodlawn Hospital. These materials may be tak-
en home by those readers.

Literacy Coalition — The Friends help fund pro-
grams & support this library service which offers
free reading help to county citizens.

Better World Books — The Friends volunteer
their time to gather and package books to be sold
through the website BetterWorldBooks.com.
Proceeds go to the FCPL, and unsold books go
to worthy charities around the world.

Christmas Open House — In December, the
Friends host an evening of fun where library patrons
can come in to visit, hear a concert by local musi-
cians, see a puppet show; let the children tell Santa
their wishes, and have light refreshments. The
Friends plan this event, and provide helpers, refresh-
ments, Santa’s stipend, and entertainment.

Puppet Shows and Author visits — The Friends
provide financial help, refreshments, and helpers.

County Fair Booth -The Friends staff the Library’s
County Fair Booth in the Commercial Building and
provide giveaway items for the nightly drawings held
at the booth.

Book Sales — Each year the Friends gather together
discarded books & other items from the Library, add
gift donations from the public, and hold a Book
Sales, the profits of which go toward funding more
programs for the library.

Cost?

The annual cost for membership in the Friends is
minimal. Currently dues are collected annually.
